High Street Project – the High Street sewer design and specifications are completed. The 
project is being advertised for bids. A pre-bid meeting is scheduled at the Borough Building on 
August 20, 2025. Bids will be accepted until 4:00 PM on September 2, 2025. The bids will be 
opened and discussed during the September 2, 2025, Borough Council Meeting. 

Community Building-The alternative building was reviewed by the Committee and the 
building specifications and site plans and specifications can be prepared for bidding with 
Borough approval.

The Borough is losing approximately $2.00 per trash account, per month, with the current 
trash rate of $24.00 per unit monthly.  The fee for trash service would need to be $27.00 to 
break even with the upcoming contract.
