Public Comments

- Terri Speece, Historical Society President, asked Council if they can hold their Heritage Day at
Community Park on Saturday, October 19, from 9:00 to 4:00 p.m. Council agreed and requested
that an application be submitted along with insurance for the event. Mayor McKenna stated he
would help with placement of cones and street closures, if needed.

- Elizabeth West, of 212 Susquehanna Avenue, told Council that she wants to thank Troy Toland
and Ryan Boyer for their efforts in removing fallen limbs from her tree after a snowstorm. She also
stated her hope that the tree will be removed soon.

Acceptance of Minutes

A motion made by Councilman Grbich and seconded by Councilman Pro Tem Bechtel to accept the
Minutes of the April 2, 2024 Borough Council Meeting was passed unanimously.



Dauphin Borough/Middle Paxton Township EMC Report

- Emergency Management Coordinator, Robert (Rusty) Rusbatch, invited Council to attend an
instructional workshop being held on June 12, 2024, at 6:30 p.m., at the Dauphin-Middle Paxton
Firehouse. The subject will be ‘Emergency Responsibilities and Duties.’

Joint Fire Commission Report

- Vice-President Musselman informed Council that the flower sale and the chicken
barbecue sale were well attended.
- The Commission discussed insurance renewal.

Parks and Recreation Report

Engineer’s Report

- Veolia completed their paving work on River Road. However, their paving contractor
was not able to continue with the Borough paving. A second proposal from Morgan
Paving was approved. They expect the paving to be completed by the end of May at a
cost of $23,199.00.

- The Borough was awarded $184,192 from the Commonwealth Financing Authority,
with a $35,000 match for the High Street Sewer Project.

- The renewed NPDES Permit for the sewer treatment plant was advertised. The Public
Notice, issued with the Draft Permit, will be posted at the gate entrance of the
treatment plant.

- Regarding the New Community Building, the final design, plans and bid specification
preparations were approved and will be developed for bidding when funding is
available. The kitchen equipment and layout are required to complete this design. The
Borough is reviewing the equipment list.

- Assistance was offered to Eagle Scout Xander Klinger for his Gazebo rehabilitation
project. President Cuddy and Mayor McKenna stated their approval of the progress.

- The Borough’s application for the PA Small Water and Sewer Program was approved
and the contract documents are available for signatures.



Solicitor’s Report

- Solicitor Statler informed Council that complaints about suspected short-term leasing at 255
Riverview Terrace have been received. However, he does not believe there is evidence at this time
of any violation.

- Solicitor Statler discussed with Council the Paxtang Fire Company #1’s letters regarding possible
future liability. He stated his belief that there are no issues going forward.

- A motion to amend the May 7, 2024 Agenda to include ‘River Road Paving’ was made by Vice
President Musselman, seconded by Councilman Pro Tem Bechtel and passed unanimously.

- A motion to pay Morgan Paving the amount of $23,199 to pave the remaining sections of River
Road was made by Vice President Musselman, seconded by Councilman Pro Tem Bechtel and
passed unanimously.

- A motion to allow an authorized representative from the Borough to sign grant paperwork for
the High Street Project was made by Councilman Smith, seconded by Council Pro Tem Bechtel and
passed unanimously.
